A public
park is located next to the complex and arrangements have been made for tent camping. Twenty-four hour
security will be in place through out your stay. Hotels are located close by.

Saturday evening after dinner we will be having an auction so you can pick up some real treasures!

A teaching station which we are calling U-Forge will be up and running. We have invited a number of
vendors so you can stock up on supplies and equipment.

A spousal program is being set up with a local artist Judy Larkin instructing and assisting in the caning of a
stool.
